We haveahauilture of snow, rain and
bitterly cold winds. We are taking precautionsée that the weather does not

stress our all important charges, the horses.

The following is what Steve had to say about tividevnweather and the horses:

Cold weather generally does not bother a horséicpkarly as much as hot weather does. In the
winter we subscribe to two general rules:

1) All horses must have free-choice hay at all times.
2) The inside of the barn needs to be the same tetperaside as the temperature is outside.

The continual digestion of long stemmed fiber (hay) keeps horses warm as well as being the
main defense from colic. Twice a day we are hagntgide, and, of course, the night watch man it
always carrying hay with him to insure horses i liarns do not run out of hay.

Stockmen have known for years that whenever wegbrnestock in to poorly ventilated barns that
are warmer than the outside temperature, respyratoblems are significantly increased. In fact,
we don’t generally have winter respiratory problemsost of our respiratory issues are in the
warm months.



What has made our lives so much easier this wareethe new waterers we have

been gradually installing over the last few yeak&/e have replaced the old

cumbersome waterers with Varner Waterers whicizasilgeothermal heating, well-

insulated bases, and low wattage heaters. Notayelyhey very energy efficient, but

also, they always work. They have adjustable \satliat allow us to increase the

amount of water in the bowl according to the timgear, and the internal
mechanisms are extremely simple — controlled bys#mee type of valve that goes inside most toile
bowls, and anyone can buy these valves at any laaedstore.

The problem with these waterers, however, is they fire expensive. Nonetheless, the benefits fa
out weigh the negatives. | tell all of the new KEdthat they should appreciate how easy it is now
to insure that our horses have water, becausesit'tvéhat long ago that the old ones were either

leaking, frozen, or broken. All of us were haulingter in the water wagon to tanks that we had to

set up in the fields. So far this year, we havbead to even touch the water wagon.
